Abilene ISD Swimming
Athletic Procedures and Organization
Prerequisites
All students who register for Swimming MUST be able to swim continuously for one length of the pool (25 yards) freestyle and one length of one of the other competitive strokes. 

Joining the AISD Swim Team
Every student will have the opportunity to become a member of the swim team 
and compete for either AHS/CHS.  As a member you are expected to display Honor, Respect, and Responsibility as a team member in and out of the pool.

Lockers

All swimmers will have the opportunity of having a lock.  Swimmers are encouraged to lock up their valuables every day.  The athletic department is not responsible for the loss of valuables that are not secured in the locker.  

Training Rules

The possession or use of alcohol and illegal drugs is a serious offense.  Any occurrences of this nature will be handled in accordance with the Abilene ISD Handbook/AISD Code of Conduct.

Player Conduct

Swimmers need to conduct themselves in a manner that will bring pride and honor to Abilene ISD, The Abilene community, and the athletic program.  No athlete, involved in the swimming program has the right to do or say anything that might hurt, embarrass, or degrade himself, his teammates or his coaches.  Conduct that does not reflect the values of the Abilene ISD community will be handled with the appropriate disciplinary action.
Penalties for Inappropriate Player Conduct

(1)  Player Contract
(2)  Physical Conditioning
(3)  Meet Suspension
(4)  Dismissal from the team

Conflicts with Procedures or Personnel

This section is included for conflict resolution purposes between PLAYER and COACH or PARENT and COACH.  Any conflict with swimming procedures or personnel should be handled in accordance to the following protocol:

(1)  Meet with that coach directly at a mutually appointed time (not after a meet or practice)

(2)  Meet with the Head Coach at a mutually appointed time

(3)  Meet with a Campus  Athletic Coordinator at a mutually appointed time

Equipment
All equipment issued to students is the property of the AISD Athletic Department and MUST BE RETURNED AT THE END OF THE COMPETITIVE SEASON OR BEFORE THE STUDENT DROPS THE COURSE. Lost, stolen, or vandalized equipment must be paid for by the student. Failure to do so results in "holding" report cards and/or graduations until the items are paid for. 

Practice Attendance

A.  Excused Absence:  an excused absence is one where the swimmer has given prior notification that he/she will not be able to attend practice.  The swimmer must make up the previous day’s conditioning upon his/her return.  Excused absences that become habitual will cause a loss in playing opportunities.

b.  Unexcused absence:  an unexcused absence is one where a swimmer misses practice and has not given notification concerning the missed workout.  Unexcused absences will result in the swimmer doing conditioning drills in addition to any makeup conditioning.  Unexcused absences that become habitual will cause a parent conference and possible dismissal from the team.


Eligibility
Our swim team holds a high standard for learning and excellence in the classroom.  If the student-athlete at any time of the season has a decrease in grades, borderline failure, or reaches ineligible status then it will result in mandatory tutorials assigned by the Head Swim Coach.  Failure to go to tutorials will result in conference with Head Coach and/or possible dismissal from the team.  Tutorials will be required during Mega Lunch times.  


Lettering

A swimmer must participate in 5 of the regular season meets to be eligible for a letter.  Letters can be forfeited for the following reasons:  (1) dismissal from the team, (2) quitting, or (3) grade ineligibility.

Travel Procedures
All athletes will depart and return on school approved transportation.

Exceptions:

(1) If the athlete makes the coach aware that he/she will be riding home with the PARENT before the contest and the parent makes contact with the coach before leaving the game.  A written note should be provided for AISD liability purposes.

(2) Emergency situation-accident or injury

Swim Meets
Our meets will consist of invitational, dual, double dual, and championship meets.  Entries will be sent in to the meets approx. 2 weeks before the start of the meet.  Swimmers are expected to compete at all swim meets.  If for some reason you have a situation you cannot attend, inform the coaches before the paying of entry fees (Usually 2 Weeks).
